The May match of the River Bend Rough Rid-
ers is always a special one, as it is the anniversary of the official grand opening of the new cowboy 
shooting berms and clubhouse on top of what is now known as Cowboy Hill.  To celebrate the an-
niversary, the Rough Riders have hosted a two day, ten stage match every May since 2007.  And 
every year since that first two day event to commemorate the grand opening, it has attracted more 
shooters.  This year’s event was no different, as 115 cowboys and cowgirls showed up to compete, 
including quite a few from the Carolinas and southeast Georgia.

In keeping with her usual high standards, our beloved Witch Doctor, along with club officers Click

fun as well.  Stage 1, for example, featured a sliding rifle target that had to be activated with the 
first rifle shot from each shooter.

A note about the reduced match and High Power rifle shooting 
Our 100 yd. reduced rifle match is a great starting point for new shooters who want to learn the “right way” to shoot a rifle. 

They’ll learn how to use iron sights properly and how to build a correct  shooting position; be it standing, sitting or prone. Dur-
ing the instructional demonstrations they will learn how to use a sling and most all of the other nuances that can take you to the 

next level of shooting if a person so desires. These matches are held on the fourth Saturday of each month on MP2. 

The next level is the regular High Power matches held on the 200-600yd range. The High Power matches are alive and well at 

River Bend and our range is one to be proud of.  The format is basically the same as the 100yd.matches but it is shot at 200, 
300, 600yds. This is also an iron sight match. “Graduating” to the big range isn’t as hard as it may seem and once you do I 

think you’ll enjoy it. I guarantee that when you shoot that first X at 600yds you’ll be grinning! This match is held on the second 

Saturday of each month with a Sunday match that’s all shot at 600 yards called the “3X600”. The High Power rifle matches are 

competitions that go back over a hundred years and are steeped in history,  with Camp Perry Ohio being the High Power 

Mecca.

Michael Matthews Wins River Bend Gun Club 
Inaugural NRA Light Rifle Tournament 

 
River Bend GC hosted its first-ever NRA-sanctioned smallbore light rifle tournament on Saturday, May 1. The course of fire 
was any sights 60 shots 50 feet, standing.  

These NRA registered competitions are now a regular feature of RBGC’s competition program and will be fired on the first 
Saturday each month from April through October with the exception 
of September (no light rifle match in September). 

Skies were overcast all day but the threat of scattered thunderstorms 
never materialized and shooting conditions were ideal with tempera-
tures ranging from high sixties to mid-seventies. Fifteen competitors 
posted scores including five juniors. 

Norcross High School graduating senior Michael Matthews added to 
his already impressive shooting resume when he handily won by 59 
points and established three NRA national records in doing so.

The 41st annual NRA Dixieland Regional Smallbore Prone Championship was contested on Saturday and Sunday, May 15 and 
16 on RBGC’s MP-2 range.

Smallbore Rifle

A total of 130 participants took part in the 11th Annual Rifleman’s Weekend held on River Bend’s 600 yard range May 1st and 
2nd.  Still probably the largest “local” match sanctioned by the Civilian Marksmanship Program, the Rifleman’s Weekend in-
cludes a mix of both CMP sanctioned “Games” matches and programs we developed to provide participants with a fun and 
interesting event. 

We make it fun and easy to participate even if you 
have never shot in a formal match program before. 
The hardest thing you have to do is decide which 
matches you want to shoot in! And people do come 
out and shoot – we had 111 shooters on Saturday 
and sixty-four shooters on Sunday with lots of new 
faces and many shooting both days. 

Saturday featured the CMP sanctioned John C. Ga-
rand Match (JCG) and our own Georgia Modified 
Garand Match (GMG). CMP rules specify only “as 
issued” M1 Garands and other WWII era US Rifles 
can participate in a JCG match, while our own 
Georgia Modified allows the same rifles but with 
accuracy improvements and other modifications. 

Sunday we include four different matches: The 
CMP sanctioned Springfield Rifles (SPR) and Mili-
tary Vintage Bolt Rifle Matches (MVB) and new 
this year our own Vintage Sniper Rifle and “Out of 
Competition” Garand/Carbine Matches. There is a 
growing interest in vintage sniper rifles and our 
VSR Match provides a venue for shooting these historic rifles! The Out of Competition match is for those who wanted to 
shoot Sunday but did not have an appropriate bolt action rifle. 

The Springfield Rife Match includes “as-issue” 1903 or 1903A3 Springfield Rifles. The Military Vintage Bolt Rifle Match 
includes any other WWII period US or foreign military bolt action rifle in original issue configuration (sights, caliber, stock, 
etc…). 

The Vintage Sniper Rifle match was based on the Vintage/Modern Sniper Rifle Match we ran last fall and included both bull-
seye and “moving” targets carried by competitors safely behind the pit wall. It was very exciting to watch! The Out-of-

Competition match allowed just about any rifle from the 
WWII period, both “as issue” and modified. Scores are kept 
in the Out-of-Competition match but it is just for fun and no 
awards are given. 

We encourage shooters to participate in period uniform and 
this year we had quite a few. RBGC member Tom Hewett 
was one. Charles Koone who has shot in all of our Rifle-
man’s Weekends was dressed in a WWII infantry uniform 
and is very knowledgeable on period uniforms and gear. An-
other group of six re-enactors led by Henry Hunt had been 
paratroopers when they served and were dressed as WWII 
paratroopers during the match.
