Why do we call this the 100 yard “reduced” rifle match? I know this has been answered here before but for anyone that is new to 
the club or doesn’t know, here’s the answer. We shoot this match at 100 yards and the targets are designed to replicate what a 

person would see if they were shooting at the 200, 300 and 600 yard line like the shooters do if they were competing in a normal 

High Power rifle match. This is done by having targets with different sized black bullseye centers. 

 
Another aspect of this match that might appeal to a new mem-

ber/shooter is that it is an instructional match (no experience 
necessary), designed to help a person get started with iron sight 

rifle shooting. I had a shooter tell me the other day that they 

wouldn’t want to shoot the 100 yard match without some prac-

tice first. Well, that’s the whole idea behind this match. This is 

where you get your practice and nobody will fault you for be-
ing new to the sport. And speaking of new shooters, there were 

several showing up at last month’s match which is a good 

thing. 

 
One shooter that people might have thought was new to the 

group was Kent Churchill. That is because we haven’t seen him 
in awhile. But obviously Kent still remembered how to shoot as he won the match with a good score of 484-13X. He also had a 

“clean” score of 100-5X during his sitting rapid string and a 99-1X during rapid prone.  I’m sure it was just like riding a bicycle 

for Kent. Coming in second place was Stan Corley with his score of 478-13X and third was John Rea also with a score of 478 

but with 11X. Fourth place was Dan Shannon with a score of 469-3X and fifth place was Mike Dechard shooting a score of 460-

8X. Not too long ago Mike was a new shooter himself. 
 
Jennifer Moore is one of our regular young shooters that have been 
climbing the proverbial shooting ladder here at River Bend. Jenni-

fer broke into the 400 point category with her personal best score 

of 412-4X making her Top Female shooter and top Junior Shooter 

this month.

We had a great turnout - there were 30 shooters  and a total of 37 
guns - 21 in Limited, 7 in PP, 3 in 22 Rimfire, 2 in 1911, 2 in 
Revolver, 1 in Carry and 1 in Open Class. 
 
Bay 1 – Round Count: 30  
The shooter began at the left side table to engage 5 shots to a 
steel silhouette and 6 plates on the rack, then moving to the mid-

The shooter began in front of a barrel and engaged a total of 4 IPSC targets, 
continuing forward in the bay to engage a total of 8 IPSC targets as they be-
came visible and the 3 IPSC targets were 1 shot each to the head.

Can you say Hot! Saturday, June 5th was the grand opening for Action Rifle on the new Action Shooting Complex. It started 
out bearable but by 10:30-11:00 am the humidity and heat made it hotter than the bullets flying downrange. Match Director 
Tony Skindizer come through yet again with another humdinger of a match for the competitors to enjoy and hate at the same 
time. 
 
It has been a long wait for the new Action bays to open 
but worth every minute! Splitting into four groups with 
each starting in a different bay sped things up quite a bit 
and the match flowed smoother than good Apple Brandy 
on a cold winter’s night. 
 
The first bay, the 100-yard puppy, had three parts and 
was where Group 1 started their run through the gauntlet 
of mind-boggling bays. In this bay the shooter would use 
both their rifle and pistol. Starting at a set of barrels in the 
center of the bay, shooters engaged two sets of targets 
placed one on each side of the bay at the 100 yard line 
with their rifle. Each set included three IPSC targets and 
required two hits each to score. The shooters then made 
their rifle safe and sprinted up to a barrel closer to the 
backstop and engaged ten pepper poppers, five tall and 
five short to complete the first of the four bay set up. The 
pepper poppers were swapped out for IPSC targets once we learned of a possible problem with the set up. 
 
Bay 2, where my somewhat small group of six started was “target rich” with IPSC targets spread across the bay. Using both 
rifle and pistol in this bay the shooter first engaged five IPSC targets with their pistol, then progressing towards the back of the 
bay there were two different rifle setups that also used IPSC targets - some with hard cover requiring careful aim to hit the 
scoring areas. 
 
Bay 3 also utilized IPSC targets and required the targets be engaged with both rifle and pistol. By now the shooters were all 
getting hot, very hot, and sweat in the eyes doesn’t help with the aim one little bit. All made it through the target array though 

and only a few shooters had misses. 
 
Bay 4 was the “Shotgun Bay” and a favorite for those 
able to shoot it strong hand, the preferred method 
when shooting slugs. Being rather handicapped I had 
to work thru this bay using my weak side and it was a 
learning experience! At least it was my dominant eye 
side and using the Eotech made it easy to center up the 
shot on the small target areas of the IPSC targets, 
which was good as all had “hard cover” exposing only 
the targets “center of mass”. Then, moving left to the 
center of the bay were seven clays atop their 3 foot 
perches. Left again were the last three slug targets and 
then two pistol stop plates ending our run through the 
four bays.

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We were finished by 1:00 pm which aided in avoiding heat stroke! I feel for all those brave souls in the sandbox putting up with 
the heat, dodging bullets (not shooting at cardboard), and risking their lives for us back at home. Their combat conditions made 
this event feel like it took place in an air conditioned Wally World, especially since they wear full clothing, not the skimpy 
shorts and T’s most of us had donned for the days activities. 
 
As always special thanks to Tony for doing what he does best and to all those that helped make it happen: setting up, RO’ing, 

scoring, pasting, setting up fallen targets and helping tear down when it was all  
over. Looking forward to seeing all next month, till then stay cool, clean’em good 
and fix anything that didn’t work or came loose this month.

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After a long and successful military career the M1 Carbine continues to be very popular with both shooters and collectors. 
And with good reason, the M1 Carbine is light weight, handles well, is easy to carry and shoot while its history and number of 
variations appeal to collectors. The smaller size and light recoil makes it idea for younger shooters and the M1 Carbine is a 
popular stage in the annual RBGC Young Shooters Challenge. 
 
River Bend will hold its third annual CMP Sanctioned M1 Carbine Match on Saturday, Sept. 4. The course of fire is specifi-
cally designed for the M1 Carbine and is shot at 100 yards on RBGC’s Multi-purpose 2 range. You will need at least 50 
rounds of ammunition and all participants are required to provide their own ammunition. 
 
As this is an M1 Carbine Match only M1 Carbines are allowed. The Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) rules require 
rifles be original USGI manufacture although commercial versions may be fired in an “out of competition” class. Standard 
issue fifteen round magazines must be used – thirty-round magazines are not allowed. If a sling is used it must be an issue 
type sling (original or after-market) and can only be used in the “hasty” configuration – no loop slings. 
 
A small number of loaner rifles will be available but you need to contact me prior to the match to ensure a loaner will be 
available. 
 
Firing begins at 9 am, be on the range by 8:30 am. Please be there early! Match fee is $15 for adults and $5 for youth (20 and 
under). Awards will be CMP achievement pins for “in-competition” participants who shoot qualifying scores. 
 
As in all the CMP Games matches, this will be a fun event designed to make it easy even for a first-timer to participate. As 
these rifles are easy to shoot it can also be something the whole family can participate in. Look for the match flyer on the club 
website (www.rbgc.org) or give me a call (phone/email below).
