The sun was present
a cloudless sky, the frost disappeared and thesagtichinated any hope of shooting clean target
at 200 yards for the final long distance rimfiretoiof 2011. Average wind speed for this 24 ho
time period was 11 mph with sustained winds dutirggday reaching 23 mph and gusts measur
to 34 mph. The best wind strategy for the 17 mataohpetitors was shooting and hoping.

Relays were assigned with twelve shooting pronefiedmnore competing in Light Rifle and F
Class. Larry Rainwater smoked F Class shootingistam scores of 197-9, 187-4 and 194-4 for
total aggregate of 578-17X. Chris Loy was the loéshe Light Rifle shooters garnering a total
score of 552-14X.

The match rifle shooters had a good time shakifigad shots and trying to keep their ammo an
themselves warm enough to achieve any level ofistamcy. In Match 1, the top three places we
taken by Dennis Lindenbaum (195-11X), Don Gree®3{2X) and Match Director Mark Skutle
(192-5X). By Match 2, the winds were escalating Hrelscore were decreasing. However, Mike
Upchurch (194-2X) was not fazed and shot well far win followed by Jim Holliday (193-5X)
and Don Greene (192-5X). With Lindenbaum and Grée@edead heat and several others close
behind, the match winner for the day would be deteed by the outcome of Match 3.

This com-
petition is open to all. This is a sport of skilgncentration and sometimes luck gets thrown inlaljdhe NRA has 42,000 classi
fied bullseye shooters nationwide, and that's panhting the thousands of competitors who competmaanctioned matches.
An NRA-sanctioned bullseye match is a three-guaiathat requires you to shoot identical 90 shatrses of fire with each gun.
Gun one must be a .22 rimfire pistol or revolvem gwo must be a centerfire pistol or revolver3# caliber or larger, and gun
three must be a .45 caliber pistol or revolver. Mmsnpetitors use two guns for an entire matcR2arimfire semiautomatic
pistol and a 1911-style .45 ACP. Using two gunseiagd of three saves the expense of a third matthegpistol, and it requires
the shooter to accustom himself to the recoil,,gaim trigger pull of only two guns. Even so, a tBn8i Wesson Model 52 in .38
Special or a Walther in .32 S&W Long is occasionatten on the centerfire line. Also, optical sigis allowed, including con-
ventional scopes and red dot sights, although mshngters still use open sights. The matches adedmethe bullseye pistol
range which is the first on the right after entgrihe main entrance across from the corn field. h&hes are run by Jim Good
John Norris and David Donley.
