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2012 Smallbore Season

It's time! The 2012 Smallbore competition season at River Bend Gun Club is about to commence. 
It may be hard to believe, but spring is just a few weeks away and we can put our off-season train-
ing and equipment upgrades into action. The competition schedule at River Bend continues to im-
prove each season and this year is no different. In 2012, we will be offering 17 days of Smallbore 
matches: thirteen conventional and metric prone and four 200 yard prone. This does not even in-
clude the events from the Light Rifle or Rimfire Benchrest programs. 
 
Included in the smallbore prone competition schedule, participants will have the opportunity to 
shoot an NRA 2400 Metric and an NRA 3200 Conventional Regional,  the Georgia State Champi-
onships for Metric and Conventional using a unique format this year combining both formats in 
one weekend, the Half-Perry 2400 in July, and participate in the Club Championship Series. 
Matches typically begin at 9:00 am with the ceremonial firing of the salute cannon followed by the 
national anthem and raising of the colors. For March and November, the matches will begin an 
hour later at 10:00 am due to the usually colder temperatures in those months. As is always true, 
we welcome all shooters and there will be plenty of support and assistance for those who are new 
to the sport. Award ceremonies are held immediately following conclusion of each match. More 
information about Light Rifle match programs will be posted soon.  

 
All Conventional and Metric prone matches will be fired on Multi-Purpose Range 2. The matches 
are Any Sights unless indicated otherwise. Bring lunch or snacks. The 200 Yard Rimfire matches 
are held on the High Power range and provide a unique blend of the skills required in both conven-
tional smallbore and long range precision shooting. Plus, you get to shoot on the grass like a real 
rifleman!

Dear  Members, 
 
We do not support and maintain this club for use by persons other than club members. 
 
There have been several instances recently where club officials have caught individuals, not accompanied by members or partici-
pating in scheduled events, using our club facilities. Non-members using club facilities is a significant issue: 
 
· As they are not aware of club policies or our range rules, they are more likely to create an unsafe situation potentially caus-

ing injury to themselves or others. Such a situation unnecessarily risks the heath and well being of those on the ranges, as 
well as the future of our club. 

· Since they have nothing invested in the club, they likely have no concern for our facilities or club property. The damage and 
vandalism seen in recent years may well be the result of non-members coming on club property. 

· Members support the club with their dues. Non-members occupy range space and use club property (target backers, ma-
chines, etc…) denying dues paying members and guests use of those items. 

 
We need your help. When you see someone on one of our ranges not displaying a current membership badge, ask them if you can 
see their membership badge. If they indicate they are not a member, please ask them to leave club property immediately. If neces-
sary, call a cease fire so they can collect their property and leave. If they did sign in on the sign-in sheet, circle their name on the 
sheet and note they were non-members and asked to leave. This will alert the Chief Range Officer to look for other instances of 
this individual using our facilities. 
 
Members are aware they must display their membership badge when on club property. If the individual indicates they are a mem-
ber but does not have their badge, remind them of the requirement and ask them to leave. 
 
Also, and this is very important, if another members asks to see your membership badge, show them your badge. If you did not 
bring your badge or just forgot, we all do sometimes, thank them for the reminder and leave the range. Do not get angry, do not 
take offense, do not give them grief or attitude for questioning you. It is important to note the last two disciplinary actions taken 
by the board were not because of the member’s infraction, but because of the belligerence, attitude or lack of cooperation dis-
played when approached by a club official. 
 
Whether you are the club president or the newest club member, we all must follow club policy and the range rules.

December is normally the only month we don’t run a 100 Yard match/Clinic. Christmas is typically too close to our normal fourth 
Saturday match date, not to mention by December I a need a break!! In 2011 though, Bill Hines, who I can always count on to 
help out and even run the 100 Yard when I cannot, really wanted to run a match in December. Bill asked around and there seemed 
to be plenty of interest among participants, plus Bill had his own reasons! 
 
Will Hines, Bill’s son, shot with us quite often before going in the Army and still managed to get in a few matches between train-
ing and when home on leave. It just so happened Will would be returning home from Afghanistan in December and knowing Will 
would want to shoot, dad wanted to make sure he would get a chance to shoot with his son! 
 
As we typically don’t run a match in December, Bill had no idea whether it would be just a few participants or a crowd. As it 
turned out there was quite a crowd with a total of forty-two shooters participating including eleven juniors. Just as was the case 
with Bill, there were quite a few family groups that came out and shot with us. With Bill running the match even I was able to 
shoot!

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RBGC Competitions  
In order to promote participation by club members in the various competitions held at River Bend , RBGC Club President Ken 
Smith has asked each of the RBGC Range Officers to provide an overview of their events. Having this information, Ken hopes 
members will be encouraged to take advantage of the many shooting opportunities available at the club to improve their shooting 
skills; improve safety at the club by having more members practice safety as part of a formal program; and through interaction 
with other members during these events, build friendships necessary for a strong, active shooting club.  
 
 

100 Yard Rifle Match/Clinic 
 
The 100 Yard Match/Clinic is a very unique event. Reduced course matches are fairly common and there are occasionally marks-
manship clinics, but the monthly 100 Yard Match/Clinic combines the two in a low-pressure, fun event, stressing safety and pro-
viding an opportunity to learn and improve your shooting skills. 
 
Shooting is a skill and becoming a better shot requires more than just going to the range and shooting bullets. In the mid-1990s, 
Bob Reiber Sr., a competitive shooter for many, many years recognized the need for a program like this after working with mem-
bers on our ranges. Many members were not comfortable with basic range operations, firearms safety while on the range and 
lacked a basic understanding of the marksmanship fundamentals second nature to the competitive shooter.  
 
What Bob started is a fun event, including safety instruction as part of a formal match program and providing participants with 
the information and encouragement to improve their marksmanship skills. It is also easy to participate as all you need is at least 
sixty rounds of ammo and an iron sighted rifle capable of being reloaded either via detachable magazine or stripper clip. Rifles 
include centerfire rifles such as the AR15 and .22 rim fire riles like the Ruger 10/22. Scopes or other optics are not allowed/ 
 
The goal is not to turn you into a competitive shooter, it is about safety and improving your marksmanship skills regardless of 
whether you like to “plink”, hunt or just want to be a better shooter. It is a match and we do keep score, but as we explain in the 
instruction, score is just an indication of your current skill level. We don’t give out trophies or plaques, but have a very unique 
way of handing out cash awards! The cash awards are part of the fun and you never know who will win money at the 100 Yard. 
 
In addition to the instruction periods, newer participants are teamed up with more experienced shooters so you can share a scope 
and mat, and have someone there to assist, encourage and answer any questions you may have during the match. Since there is 
plenty of help and we allow .22 rimfire rifles, this is a great way to get the younger shooters started off right in what may become 
a lifetime enjoyment of the shooting sports. Youngsters as young as nine to eleven often participate and have a great time!  
 
Some of the items covered in the instruction includes: The two marksmanship fundamentals (yes, there are only two); some of the 
mental aspects of shooting including the role of the conscious and sub-conscious mind; how to practice; the target is a distraction; 
building a stable shooting position using bone-on-bone support; and the types and uses of the sling as an aid to accuracy. 
 
If you are interested in becoming a High Power rifle competitor, there is no better place to start. I’ve lost count of the number 
participants who showed up one day with sixty rounds of ammo, a rifle and a good attitude that  are now classified competitive 
High Power Rifle shooters.  
 
If you just want to improve your ability to kill a deer, out shoot your buddies or just shoot better groups on a paper target, the 100 
Yard Match/Clinic is for you! 
 
100 Yard Rifle Match/Clinics are on the fourth Saturday of each month except December. Match fee for an adult is $15, youth 
(20 and younger) are $5. We do have a few loaner rifles available if you don’t have an  appropriate rifle. Contact the match direc-
tor (Ben Franklin) at ben@rbgc.org.
